“The white-grey rock mass sprawling almost randomly in the surrounding 
seas consists mainly of Mid/Upper Permian to Mid Cretaceous 

limestones (250-100 million years old, belonging to the Hajar Super 
Group). The whole Musandam Peninsula is one gigantic whale-back fold 

(anticline) striking in approximately North-South direction. The eastern side 
of this fold dips eastwards and the western side steeply westwards or even 

partly turned back eastwards (overturned). Even the uninitiated eye can 
easily spot the large folds and faults in massive rockfaces exposed by the 

limestone packages. One specific darker orange-weathering chert-rich 
limestone package, the Upper Jurassic Rayda Formation acts as a a 

marker bed in the rockwalls flanking Khasab airport and the drive up to 
Jebel Harim. Keep en eye on this layer -and on the road- and be impressed 

by the massive forces”that buckled and folded the rocks.”
